Greetings!

Republic Act 10742, otherwise known as the Sangguniang Kabataan (SK) Reform
Act of 2015, sets the creation of Local Youth Development Council which shall be headed
by the SK Pederasyon President and composed of represeniatives of youth and youth-
serving organizations in the municipality and is responsible to assist the planning and

execution of projects and programs of the Sangguniang Kabataan (SK) and Pederasyon
in all Igvels.

R.A 10742 mandates the Sangguniang Kabataan City/Municipal/Provincial
Federation to have a 3-year rolling plan, also known as the Local Youth Development
Plan (LYDP), which shall give priority to programs, projects, and activities that will

promote and ensure meaningful youth participation anchored in the Philippine Youth
Development Plan (PYDP).

R.A 11292 por “The Seal of Good Local Governance Act of 2019" mandates the
inclusion of Youth Development as one of the ten criteria in awarding local government
units the Seal of Good Local Governance, thus, youth development criteria include;

1) Adopting a local youth development program;

2) Establishing a local youth development council:

3) Providing a youth development office which shall be headed by a youth

development officer; and

4) Instituting policies, programs and systems in order to support and promote the

vital role af the youth in local governance.

Section 8(h) ofs R.A 10742 provides that the Sangguniang Kabataan shall partner
w'th the Local Youth Development Council in planning and executing projects and
programs of specific advocacies like good governance, climate change adaptation,
disaster risk reduction and resiliency, youth employment and livelihood, health and anti-

drug abuse, gender sensitivity, and sports development.

The aforementioned act directs that the LYDP shall be initially drafted by the
respective SK Pederasyon and shall be finalized by the LYDC. This shall be submitted to
the Local Chief Executive (LCE) for inclusion in the Lccal Development Plan and
subsequently endorsed to thi Sanggunian of the local government unit concerned for
approval,

In line with this, we humbly request to include the Local Youth Development Plan
for 2021-2023 on the Local Development Plan of the province.
